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The proportion of patients with influenza-like iliness (ILI) among the polyclinic attendances for ARl is 0.6.
The overall positivity rate for influenza among ILI samples (n=214) in the community was 0.5% in the past 4 weeks.
Of the 10 specimens tested positive for influenza in March 2022, all were positive for influenza A(H3N2).
