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Influenza indicators for E-week  45 (6 - 12 Nov 2022) are as follows:

Influenza Situation in Singapore 2022

The average daily number of patients seeking treatment in the polyclinics for ARI is 2294 (over 5.5 working days) 

in E-week 45.

The proportion of patients with influenza-like illness (ILI) among the polyclinic attendances for ARI is 0.3.

Of the 205 specimens tested positive for influenza in Oct 2022, 194 were positive for Influenza A(H3N2) (95%),  2 

were positive for Influenza A(pH1N1) (1%), 2 was positive for Influenza A (LVT) (1%) and 7 were positive for 

Influenza B (3%).

The overall positivity rate for influenza among ILI samples (n= 780) in the community was 16.4% in the past 4 weeks.

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The number of dengue notifications was 294 in E-week 45.

The number of hospital admissions increased to 35 in e-week 45 compared to 27 in e-week 44.

Preliminary results of all positive dengue samples serotyped in Nov 2022 showed DEN-1, DEN-2, DEN-3 and DEN-4 at
